“DePuy Synthes Power Tools recommends a minimum dry time of 20 minutes for this device when sterilized using the parameters recommended above. However, because dry time
can be infl uenced by various factors such as autoclave performance, sterilization load, sterilization wrap/package materials, steam quality, varying cool-down time, and
environmental conditions, adequate drying of this device should be verified by visual inspection.

These parameters are validated to sterilize only these devices. The autoclave manufacturer’s operating instructions and recommended guidelines for maximum sterilization load
should be followed. The autoclave must be properly installed, maintained, and calibrated. Only legally marketed, FDA cleared sterilization wrap/pouches should be used by the end-
user for packaging terminally sterilized devices.
